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At its 34th session on 24 November –  
3 December 2025, the Assembly of the 
International Maritime Organization (IMO) 
will elect 40 Members of the Council for the 
2026–2027 biennium. Finland seeks  
re-election to the Council in Category C. 

Finland is a maritime nation active in all IMO Committees and  
Sub-Committees. Shipping is vital for Finland: more than 94% of  
goods exports and almost 97% of goods imports are carried by sea.
