These instructions establish an alternative means of compliance (AltMoC) for AMC2 ORA.ATO.210 point (b)(2) to Annex I to Regulation 1178/2011 (Part-FCL). 
Alternative means of compliance (AltMoC) means those means that propose an alternative to an existing AMC or those that propose new means to establish compliance with Regulation (EU) No 2018/1139 and its implementing rules for which no associated AMC have been adopted by the Agency.

[bookmark: _Hlk202442449]These instructions present one possible means for the Chief flight instructor (CFI) experience requirements.
An organisation suggesting any other procedure than the published AMC2 ORA.ATO.210 (b) or this AltMoC, is required to seek approval for the procedure in accordance with paragraph ORA.GEN.120 and perform a safety review, demonstrating that operations in accordance with the proposed procedure will lead to at least an equivalent level of flight safety compared to the procedure described in these instructions.
[bookmark: _Hlk202444077]Traficom holds the privilege to amend or revoke this decision immediately if requested by EASA or Commission, or when Traficom notices the decision does not comply with the regulations anymore, for example due to changes in regulations.

[bookmark: _Toc104371860]Reasoning 
[bookmark: _Hlk202442485]Current AMC2 ORA.ATO.210(b)(2) states that CFI candidate should have:
· Completed 1000 hours of flight time as pilot in command.
· At least 500 of those hours should be on flying instructional duties related to the flying courses provided, of which 200 hours may be instrument ground time.
[bookmark: _Hlk202443552]The requirement of 300 hours instructional duties in an aircraft may be challenging for approved training organization (ATO), who provide flight training mainly in the Full Flight Simulator (FFS) or other flight simulation training devices (FSTD). In these cases, the flight instructional duties could be replaced by synthetic flight training.

[bookmark: _Hlk201849372]Traficom approves the following Alternative Means of Compliance to the AMC2 ORA.ATO.210 (b) (2):
(b) Chief flight instructor (CFI)
[bookmark: _Hlk202443961][bookmark: _Hlk202442576](2) The CFI should, except in the case of ATOs providing flight test training, have completed 1 000 hours of flight time as pilot-in-command (PIC).
[bookmark: _Hlk202442521]In case of ATOs providing training mainly in the flight simulation training devices (FSTD), at least 500 of those hours should be on flying instructional duties in FSTDs related to the flying courses provided, including at least 300 hours on flying instructional duties in FFS.
In case of ATOs providing also take-off and landing training in an aircraft, the CFI shall have TRI privileges for that training, or the ATO shall demonstrate how the standardisation and supervision of take-off and landing training in an aircraft is delegated according to AMC2 ORA.ATO.210 point (c)(1).

The alternative means of compliance are in accordance with the ORA.ATO.210 (b).
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
